The following summaries were prepared from comments filed by persons FOR the issue:

YES on 3A has NO Financial Impact on Voters

3A allows voters to repeal a portion of a mill levy authorization approved in 1999.  This is a housekeeping action that will not have any financial impact on voters.

The 1999 mill levy allowed the Jeffco Public School district to earn $35.8 million over the course of four years for increasing student achievement.  That money went directly into the classroom and has been reflected in increased student achievement scores.

YES on 3A Responds to the Obsolete Nature of the 1999 Mill Levy

Unfortunately, the mechanics of that ballot measure do not apply today because the state-required tests of our students have changed dramatically in eight years. 

The 1999 mill levy language was tied to specific student achievement on the Colorado Student Assessment Program (CSAP).  However, the current measurement standards make the 1999 mill levy language obsolete.  In 1999, the district gave approximately 50,000 student exams in eight different categories with an overall score of 53.2 percent.  Today, Jeffco administers over 168,000 exams covering 31 tests with an overall score of 64 percent.
