RESOURCE GUIDE FOR PEOPLE FACING EVICTION
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Simplified Phases of an Eviction:

Phase One: Demand is made by Landlord

The landlord has made a demand for payment of rent or possession of the property.
This can be called a Notice to Quit or Vacate, or something else. This is not filed with
the courts. It is important to respond to this notice.

Phase Two: Summons and Complaint

The Landlord files a complaint with the courts. The Tenant is called to answer the
complaint at a court hearing. The tenant will be served a summons for the court date,
called Summons in Forcible Entry and Unlawful Detainer.

Phase Three: Writ of Restitution

If the Landlord has prevailed in court, a Court order called a Writ of Restitution is made
48 hours later to perform eviction. Typically there is a 10 day waiting period before an
eviction can take place. The County Sheriff performs the eviction.

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Fases Simplificadas de un Desahucio:

Fase uno: El propietario hace la demanda

El propietario ha exigido el pago del alquiler o la entrega de la propiedad. Esto se puede
denominar “Notice to Quite or Vacate” (Aviso de desahucio o desalojo), o de otra manera. Este
documento no se presento ante los tribunales. Es importante responder a este aviso.

Fase dos: Citacion y reclamacion

El propietario presenta una reclamacion ante los tribunales. Se cita al inquilino para responder
a la reclamacion en una audiencia judicial. Al inquilino se le entregara un citatorio para la
fecha de la audiencia, llamado “Summons in Forcible Entry and Unlawful Detainer” (Citatorio
por entrada forzosa y detencion illegal).

Fase tres: Orden de restitucion

Si el propietario gand el juicio, se emitira una orden judicial, llamada “Writ of

Restitution” (Orden de restitucion), 48 horas después para que se haga el desahucio.
Generalmente, hay un periodo de espera de 10 dias antes de que se pueda hacer un desahucio.
El sheriff del condado hace el desahucio.
